RATES

All prices quoted are per person and shown in US funds. These

rates include all taxes and applicable rebates. All prices include

administration, planning and operational expenses. All prices

are subject to change without notice and are subject to inter-

national exchange rate fluctuations.

BOOKINGS

For best tour selection, reservations should be made at least 45

days prior to departure. For bookings within 45 days, limited hotel

or motor coach space is available and may result in alternate vaca-

tion arrangements. At 45 days, we will begin checking package

availability when we have a credit card for full payment on file.

PAYMENT/DEPOSIT

A deposit of $100 per person is due at time of booking (unless oth-

erwise stated at the time of booking). Final payment is due 14 days

prior to tour departure. Tours booked within 14 days of departure

require full payment before reservations can be confirmed.

SERVICE CHARGES & TAXES

All provincial and federal taxes, and service charges are included

in all pricing. Applicable tax rebates have been calculated and

rebated accordingly. No further rebate may be claimed on behalf

of the Foreign Convention & Tour Incentive program. All prices in-

clude service fees, which cover administration and communication

costs incurred to pre-book your vacation. All prices are subject to

change based on changes to federal and provincial taxes.

CREDIT CARDS

Brewster accepts VISA and MasterCard. Verbal authorization of the

use of your credit card indicates your approval with our booking

terms & conditions and confirms your reservation whether or not

you have actually signed the appropriate draft. Brewster Vacations

Canada is not responsible for foreign transaction or bank fees

incurred.

Documents will be sent from our office 21 days prior to departure

via express delivery service.  If a late booking does not allow us

to provide you with travel documents prior to departure, they will

be available from our representative at the point of departure (on

day of departure) or at the first night hotel.

Brewster representatives are ready to assist you at the following

locations: Vancouver, Calgary, Banff, Jasper and Toronto. For your

convenience, a toll free customer service number will be provided

with your documentation. 

ACCOMMODATION

All accommodation is ‘run of the house’ standard room with bath.

Accommodations will vary in size depending on the hotel prop-

erty.  All room assignments are at the discretion of hotel manage-

ment. If the requested hotel is unavailable, we reserve the right

to substitute hotel accommodation of a similar grade. All triple &

quad rooms are on a bed-share basis. Rooms for twin/double oc-

cupancy may be assigned either two twin beds or a double bed.

If you have a specific request, we will ensure this is passed on to

the hotel property. It is standard policy in Canada that hotel

rooms are available for check-in after 4:00 p.m. The terms ‘Value’

‘Moderate’ and ‘Deluxe refer to the hotel category, and do not

necessarily reflect the name of the room type. 

Smoking: Many hotels in Canada are completely non-smoking in

both the rooms and common areas.
